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User Documentation

Using the Note Filer aplet, the user can create folders to organise notes on the HP38G, HP39G or HP40G.

Functionality:

When the user presses  START  , they will see the title notice shown right. Press ENTER to run the aplet.

The main menu will then display, as shown right.

The first option of View Note will not be available until some notes have been registered with the aplet.  It is important to understand that the aplet will only contain those notes which you choose to register.  For the purposes of this documentation we will assume that you have the notes shown on the right stored in your calculator's Notepad Catalog.

In this documentation we will set up folders to contain the notes as outlined in the tree structure below.

We will start by choosing the  Create Folder  option and entering the folder name  Physics.  Part of this process is to specify the enclosing folder.  In this case choose My HP39G.

You will then be offered the option of immediately adding notes to the folder.  

Press  YES  and use the CHK button to select the two Physics notes as shown.
Use the same process to create the Math folder, again as a sub-folder of My HP39G and adding the note Maths formulae to it at the same time.

Now create the Chem folder but do not add notes to it.

To create the sub-folders Organic and Inorganic, just follow the same process but this time choose the containing folder as Chem instead of My HP39G.  At the same time, add the appropriate notes to them as outlined in the tree structure on the previous page.

Notes can be added to an existing folder at any time using the  Add Notes  option in the main menu.

The  Delete Item  allows you to remove either entire folders or notes from folders.  Pressing it will present you with an alphabetical list of registered notes and folders which can be deleted one at a time. Deleting a folder will unregister the notes contained within it.

NOTE:  Using the  Delete Item  option to delete a note has no effect on the note in the Notepad Catalog. It will be completely unaffected - it just won't be available through the Note Filer any more.

The most useful option, of course, is the  View Note  option.

The sequence of screen images to the right shows the user selecting the  Chem  folder, within that the Inorganic folder, and finally, within that, the Acids note.

As can be seen, the requested note will display as if it had been selected using EDIT in the Notepad Catalog.

To restore the Note Filer main menu you must now press APLETS and then ENTER again.
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
