Creating Aplets and editing Notes for the HP 39G

Welcome! If you’re interested in writing Aplets for HP 39G graphic calculators or in editing Notes created on the HP 39G, you’ve come to the right place. This document will help you learn about Aplets, then give you step-by-step instructions for creating Aplets using the HP 39G calculator, the program HPGComm, and the HP39G Aplet Development Kit.  The instructions which follow were written for the 38G but the ideas are basically the same for the 39G (and 40G).

This tutorial is written primarily for educators who wish to create an Aplet for their students. However, anyone who needs to learn about writing Aplets will find this document useful.

In order to save space the rest of this tutorial has been compressed into a file called TUTORIAL.ZIP.  Simply expand this on your hard drive.
If you are only intending to use the ADK to edit calculator Notes then you should read the HPGComm.CHM file instead of this tutorial.  It is a far more detailed help file than the one that came with the ADK.
If you need to know more about programming, it is strongly suggested that you read the help file HPGCOMM.CHM first and then follow up with the tutorial file.
